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Collinsville is a city in Rogers and Tulsa counties in the U.S. state of Oklahoma, and a 
part of the Tulsa, Oklahoma Metropolitan Statistical Area. It was named for Dr. A. H. 
Collins, an engineer and surveyor who first surveyed the land that became this 
community. Situated approximately twenty miles north of Tulsa on State Highway 20 
between U.S. Highways 75 and 169, Collinsville was originally in Rogers County. 

In its early years, Collinsville's economy was largely based on coal mining. That 
industry declined during the 1920s and was replaced by agriculture as the mainstay of 
the local economy. The Sallee Family Dairy started up in 1912, with local deliveries by 
buggy. By 1926, Sallee was delivering by truck to Tulsa. There was also a milk 
producers' cooperative and a cheese factory in the 1930s.
